After the taciturn farmer nurses her back to health, Anna slowly
learns Dutch and starts taking care of the household. As time
goes by a tender relationship develops between the two. Anna
tries to make Henk forget his loneliness and financial worries,
while Henk comforts the young woman who has left behind a
daughterin Poland. But the idyll is rudely disturbed when Anna’s
“employers” turn up at the farm demanding money.

Produced by Algerian-born Karim Traidia, De Poolse Bruid
received broad recognition in The Netherlands and beyond,
winning two Golden Calf awards at the Dutch Film Festival in
1998 and receiving a nomination for a Golden Globe in
Hollywood.
