Hollands licht (Dutch Light)

Documentary, Pieter Rim-de Kroon, Maarten de Kroon, 2003

In the stunning documentary Pieter Rim-de Kroon and Maarten
de Kroon attempt to unveil the myth of the Dutch light. Inspired
by a comment by German artist Joseph Beuys who said that
Dutch light has been irremediably changed by the reclamation
of the IJsselmeer in the mid-1950s, the filmmakers set out to
explore the phenomenon of Dutch light from a variety of
standpoints. They speak to art historians and artists about how
painters have tried to capture the special luminosity of the
Dutch landscape through history; they travel to southern France
to observe the light there, and let scientists and meteorologists
explain the uniqueness of Dutch light from a scientific point of
view. Juxtaposing 17th-century Dutch paintings with panoramic
shots of the landscape in different seasons, the documentary
shows how the Dutch light is constantly changing and how the
land, in the words of famous Dutch author Nescio is “constantly
different and yet always the same”.
