‘Nachtrit’ is set in the midst of the Amsterdam taxi war that 
plagued the Dutch capital around the year 2000. Dennis, a simple 
but good-natured young entrepreneur, wants to get ahead. He 
borrows a considerable sum to buy an expensive but possibly 
lucrative taxi license that allows him to work for Amsterdam’s sole 
taxi company. With a brand new Mercedes car, his new career 
seems to be off to a good start. The government however decides 
to break the existing monopoly and liberates the market so as to 
allow competition in the taxi sector. As a result, the expensive taxi 
licenses are suddenly worthless, engendering violent taxi riots in 
the streets of Amsterdam. When Dennis involves himself in this 
war he realizes that some Amsterdam police officials are secretly 
siding with one of the warring factions. He decides to confront the 
people who are responsible for destroying his life. ‘Nachtrit’ is a 
convincing and moving thriller about simple but real people trying 
to survive in a tough world.

Love, hope, despair, concerts, liquor, family, fans and continuous 
self-doubt: it was all part of the life of the most famous Dutch folk 
singer, André Hazes (1951-2004). Born in a poor Amsterdam 
family with five children, early school drop-out Hazes becomes a 
‘singing barman’ and afterwards The Netherlands’ number one 
folk singer. Film Director John Appel followed Hazes for 10 months 
and portrayed him in a sensitive way, showing the insecure person 
behind the performer. For many years the Dutch media and cultural 
elite looked down upon Hazes for his ordinary folk songs. Appel’s 
documentary however showed Hazes’ full dedication to his music 
and the impact that his musical career had on his private life. The 
documentary led to a comeback for Hazes and to a broad 
recognition of the quality of his music. In 2004, Hazes died at the 
age of 53. What had never happened before, happened then: the 
Dutch gave this singer a huge and impressive farewell ceremony 
in the Ajax stadium in Amsterdam with his coffin in the middle of 
the football field. This farewell ceremony, with a speech by the 
mayor of Amsterdam and performances of his songs by fellow 
artists, was watched live on television by five million people.
