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Shouf Shouf Habibi! High-spirited Abdullah is a twenty year-old Arab Muslim living in Holland with his Moroccan parents. He has a number of problems to solve. Must he conform to his conservative parents traditions, become a Hollywood movie star, or rob a bank with his friends? Could an arranged marriage with a girl from a Moroccan village be a solution? This film is a light-hearted comedy about cultural clashes, racism, fitting in and growing up. ‘Shouf Shouf Habibi!’ begins with sharp commentary on a remote, small village in Morocco: ‘Who wants to live here? No wonder all Moroccans left for The Netherlands!’. Narrator and main character ‘Ap’ (Abdullah) is a second generation immigrant in Holland. He initially poses as a real cool Dutch-Moroccan, but eventually reveals himself to be a flawed human being. This is where the characters become more complex and where ‘Shouf Shouf Habibi!’ grows into an unexpectedly moving tragicomedy. Abdullah’s relationship with his family, and especially with his father and sister, finally shows its emotional depth.  
Filmdirector: Albert ter Heerdt. Born in 1960, Albert ter Heerdt studied literature & film at the University of Amsterdam. He wrote many scripts for television and also directed several of his scripts for television. With Shouf Shouf Habibi!, Albert ter Heerdt made his film debut as a scriptwriter and director. Albert ter Heerdt is present at NIASD to introduce his film and to talk with you about it.
